IMPORTANT INFORMATION FOR STUDENTS SEEKING ADMISSION 
1.
Only sons of serving/retired/deceased personnel of Bombay Sappers are eligible for admission in Gurnam Academy.  However, in case there is a vacancy available in the Academy, sons of other arms/services personnel can also be accommodated on the directions of Comdt, BEG & Centre. 

2.
Boys between the age group of 8 years to 18 years studying in class V to XII  preferably in English medium school shall be admitted to the academy.  Only those boys who have secured a minimum of 50% marks in each subject and 60% in aggregate in previous class are eligible. However this does not apply to wards of war widows/widows.

3.  
Boy approved for admission must be in possession of transfer certificate from previous school duly signed by District Education officer. A test cum interview will be conducted by OIC for admission. Boys admitted in the Academy are required to pass their school final examination every year to continue to stay in the Academy.  Boys are required to pass initial Medical Examination before they are admitted.

Admission Procedure

4.
New Admission.  At the time of new admission Rs. 1000/- is to be paid as admission fees and Rs. 3000/- will be deposited as caution money which will be refundable on leaving the Academy subject to settlement of all outstanding dues.

5.
Annual Re-admission of Students.  The admission to the Academy will be for a period of one year at a time. Students seeking re-admission will be given priority over new candidates. However, they will have to apply afresh.

The admission process starts in March every year.

Wards of war widows are not required to pay any fees. Sons of deceased/retired JCOs/OR will be eligible for concessions if found deserving at the discretion of the managing committee.

DISCIPLINE

12.
The Hostel staff & students are required to adhere to the following rules in its true spirit during their stay in the hostel :-

(a)
Hostel warden will be responsible for  conduct and discipline of the boys.   Anyone not  abiding by hostel rules, indulging in improper conduct or indiscipline will be withdrawn without any notice.

(b)
No valuables and jewellery will be allowed to be kept  by the boarder during their stay in the hostel.  No boarder will keep with him more than   Rs 100/- at any time. Excess money will be deposited with the warden and receipt obtained for the same. Academy authorities will not be responsible for loss


(c)
Boarders will write letters to their parent/guardians periodically about their progress in studies and welfare.

(d)
Parent should appoint a local guardian. Any change in local guardian is to be communicated to the hostel warden immediately.


(e)
No boarder will be allowed to leave the Academy without the written permission of the Director/ Warden.

(f)
Cooking of any type is strictly prohibited in the rooms. Also no tea, milk or kitchen utensils are to be taken to the room or any other place other than the dinning hall.

(g)
Kitchen is strictly Out of Bound’ for students.

(h)
Smoking, use of alcoholic drinks, gambling, use of narcotics and drugs are strictly prohibited in any part of the Academy.

(j)
No visitors are allowed to the rooms of the students. The relatives of the student will be permitted only after the written concurrence of the guardian/parents. All visitors are to be entertained during the visiting hours in the area earmarked for the purpose. Visiting hours are displayed on the notice board.

(k)
In order to ensure the high reputation of the academy and maintain its decorum, it is essential that a healthy relationship exists between the inmates of the Academy. Students are to refrain from any objectionable behavior.

Students are advised to make all possible efforts to conserve water and electricity.

(m)
Students are not permitted to keep any pets in the Academy.
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(n)
Any untoward incident whether inside or outside the Academy, involving the Academy students, is to be brought to the notice of the warden and the Director at the first opportunity. Student are to retrain from getting into any affray or unlawful activity.

(o)
All boarders are expected to keep their barracks and Academy premises neat and tidy at all time.  Specific resp for upkeep of cmptr lab, classrooms, TV room, and Kitchen garden etc will be given to students.  Warden will carry out Kit layout and area insp every Sunday before lunch.

WITHDRAWAL

13.
A student either failing in the current class or completing 18 years of age will be withdrawn from the Hostel.

Any student committing any of the following offences will be withdrawn from the hostel without prior intimation to parents/guardian by the management committee:-

Misconduct/misbehavior with the hostel staff.


(b)
Any kind of affair with a girl, motor vehicle accident or skirmishes /scuffle/fight involving civilians that ought to be dealt by the state police authorities.
